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The Touchpoints Individual Level Training Program is a seminar designed for healthcare, childcare, early education, and social service providers who want to incorporate elements of the Touchpoints Approach™ into their practice. 
The Touchpoints Approach™ helps professionals engage around key points in the development of young children. By helping parents identify and expect bursts and regressions in child behavior, professionals can reduce parental frustration and self-doubt while fostering parenting skills and the parent’s enjoyment of their child. In the process, the bond between the provider and the family is strengthened. 
Many of you may be familiar with Touchpoints, remembering Dr. T. Berry Brazelton’s television shows that aired in the 1970’s or perhaps you read his Touchpoints books when you had young children at home or as part of an educational experience in child development.  Over the past 20 years Dr. T. Berry Brazelton’s work has been developed into “a practical approach for enhancing the competence of parents and building strong family-child relationships from before birth through the earliest years, laying the vital foundation for children's healthy development.” (www.touchpoints.org)
The approach includes a developmental model and a relational framework developed by Dr. T. Berry Brazelton and the Boston Touchpoints Center faculty.  This approach provides a guide for how to work in partnerships with other professionals and families to understand and support young children’s development.  What makes Touchpoints unique is that it is not a program or curriculum, but rather is it an approach to how we work in partnership with others and understand and attach meaning to children’s development.  Touchpoints provides us with tools to continue to develop our skills as professionals in partnering with families and each other.
Touchpoints works across the four domains of early childhood (Health, Family Support, Mental Health, and Early Care and Education) and that is why participants are from a wide variety of diverse programs. Participants have the opportunity to establish a common language to communicate with other professionals who work with parents and young children. 
This seminar offers a solid understanding of all Touchpoints elements with the support of practitioners who have been trained in the model by Brazelton Touchpoints Center® faculty.
