Scholarship disbursement and how funding is determined

Scholarship funding is given on a first come first served basis. Students will be considered for funding when the
scholarship application and follow up consultation are complete. Additionally, the funders of this non-profit, the Buell
Foundation, have requested that funding is awarded in the following order:

1. Those working to meet licensing requirements and/or credentials

2. Those pursuing associate’s degrees

3. Those pursuing bachelor’s degrees

Applicants must demonstrate financial need and exhaust other funding sources before becoming eligible for Buell
Foundation funding (i.e. pell grants, employee sponsored educational assistance, TEACH scholarship, etc.).
